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Life is very exciting at the moment – some big deliveries of new autumn/winter yarns and patterns have arrived in the last couple of weeks, and I’m desperately trying to find room to display it all!  

The new Sirdar Indie and Connemara are already selling well, and are both very attractive – both 51% wool, 49% acrylic - and nice to work with.
I have 4 of the shades in Rowan’s Renew – light and dark grey, purple and green - and some lovely patterns in the supporting book.  Also the new autumn/winter magazine 48.
There are 6 different colourways in Patons Colour Works Aran, and 3 pattern booklets.  I’ve made a cute little elephant just to try out the yarn, and again find it really easy to work with, and very soft.

From Designer yarns come some new yarns and patterns from  

· Debbie Bliss – Andes and Glen
· Louisa Harding – Millais, Rosetti and Thistle

· Noro – Kogarashi and Kochoran
· Araucania – Ranco multi sock wool
As for the Rico scarf phenomenon Can Can, it’s selling fast!  I have a scarf on the needles so people can see how it works, and it’s ridiculously easy and fast!  Their best-selling Pompon has some new colours too, so I can see that will also be popular as we begin to feel the need for something round our necks.  
Just yesterday I also had a delivery of two new yarns from Rico – Tasai which knits as aran, and Karafufu  which is a chunky boucle, Both just £3.99 for 50gm.  The colours are designed to harmonise with one another, and the pattern book has some nice ideas for combining the two yarns.  Last night I made a very snuggly pair of wrist warmers out of one ball of Karafufu – very satisfying!
I hope you have the OPEN EVENING on Thursday 23rd September in your diary. The shop will stay open until 8.30pm. There will be a 10% discount on all purchases, as well as discounts on some of the summer yarns and last season’s winter There will be lots of other things of interest too, including some bundles of back copies of old knitting magazines at a considerable saving.
